Broenka (also called beads or broilka) is a children's rhyme that is used most often as a lot in children's games in Bulgaria for some other lots as a means for measuring a period of time or simply dispense time (in game elastic, for example). When used as a lot people who will participate in the draw - players like hide and seek - are collected and one of them began to count them with broenkata, giving each syllable its meets a man. The person I broenkata did not participate in further counting and pulled the draw - good or bad - is the man who left last. When used for measuring time broenkata is also pronounced slowly and syllables.

The meaning :Alla, balla  the orange. Who ate the cheese? I'm not, you're not, and the donkey you.
